This needs to be by
appointment only - no drop in appointments will be available - this is to restrict the number of young people
and staff in the building.

To make an appointment you or your son or daughter will need to call 03001236644 option 4 - priority will
be given to young people under 18 without their own transport. Alternatively you can call the Health Store
on 02476 351 418 on Wednesdays and Thursdays during opening times.

Your son/daughter will need to attend their appointment alone; any friends / parents / guardians will need to
wait outside of the building, observing social distancing guidelines. If they need to be supported by Youth
Worker, Social Worker etc please explain this when booking your appointment.

Your son/daughter will need to wear their own mask on entering the building and use hand
sanitizer, which is provided in the building.
. No eating or drinking inside of the building.
