GCSE and A-Level Examinations 
 
On 6th January Gavin Williamson, the Education Secretary, told Parliament that GCSE, AS Level and A 
Level examinations will not take place in summer 2021. The Department for Education is working on final 
planning around how a teacher assessed system for these qualifications can be set up. Unfortunately, we 
understand that the details around the system of assessment will not be available from the government 
until the end of February at the earliest. 
 
Once more detailed information is shared with schools, we will be able to update students due to complete 
qualifications and their parents/carers. Examination boards who provide vocational qualifications (such as 
BTECs) will also be updating schools. Students due to take examinations and complete courses this 
academic year should continue to work hard and apply themselves to the study of their full qualifications. 
We know many students will be worried by these recent announcements, particularly those who were due 
to take trial examinations or who may have missed periods of school due to self-isolation prior to 
Christmas. We would like to reassure students that staff will do everything they can to reasonably support 
them.
